Directions to use Google Cardboard (you will need a smartphone for this activity)
1	Go to the app store on your phone. Search for “Google Cardboard”. Download and install this application onto your phone.
2	Open the Google Cardboard app. The application will direct you to pair the app with your cardboard viewer. To do this you will scan the square QR code on the viewer with your phone's camera. Once you have done this you can try the demos built into the app. 
3	Placing your phone in the viewer: at the top of the viewer, open the cardboard flap that is held closed with Velcro. Place your phone sideways in the viewer with the screen facing the eye pieces. Try to line up the line dividing the screen with the nosepiece. Close the Velcro flap on the viewer. 
4	Navigating within the viewer: There is a grey button on the top right of the viewer that is used to select items on your screen (when available). To go back, tilt the viewer sideways. 
5	Exploring in You Tube: some 360 videos in You Tube will play as one large image. To split the screen into two stereoscopic images, press the Google Cardboard image on the bottom right of the screen to split the image.
